These four essentials constitute the core reasons that Bible Prophecy was 
given.  Bible Prophecy is not given merely to accommodate and satisfy 
mankind’s curiosity about the future; Bible Prophecy serves a moral purpose, 
that is, to effect conversion and transformation in the heart of the hearer.  
   

Considering one of the great prophecies of the Bible 
Let us turn our attention to one of the cornerstone prophecies of the Bible.  
This prophecy, as we will see, perfectly embodies the Four Essentials of Bible 
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Prophecy.  This prophecy, given roughly 2,500 hundred years ago, is precisely 
calculated to give us hope and courage in these strange times.  Most people 
recognize that the world is seemingly spinning out of control.  Violence, 
immorality, war, pollution, and a host of other factors, at unprecedented 
degrees, are causing thinking people to wonder how much longer we can go 
on like this.   Yet, as distressing as these times are, the Bible tells of a better 
day to come and gives us true hope and security even now.  Let’s see…
